Her healing was a testament to the
power of God and it gave me the courage to continue on this journey. Another
woman was healed from an injury on her hand, and through her healing, her
husband accepted Jesus.

Speaking of miracles, | have personally experienced God’s healing power in my
life. Before coming to Christ | struggled with madness until God healed me and
called me to be a missionary to the unreached. Since then, | have been working

tirelessly to reach the unreached around me. There are so many people here
who have yet to hear the Good News and remain lost in darkness. | want to
plant a church so that it can light the darkness.

However, there are
still many challenges we face. Other churches in the area are claiming that our
church is false and that we are preaching a false Gospel. We also face
persecution on the roads between our village, and safety is a constant concern.

Despite these challenges, we are determined to continue sharing the Good
News and bringing people to Christ. We need your prayers for safety and for
the hearts of those who hear our message to be changed. We also need prayers
for those who believe in cultural and false religions to come to know the truth
and serve the one true God.
